(b) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—In addi-10

tion to amounts otherwise authorized to be appropriated 11

for such purpose, there is authorized to be appropriated 12

$25,000,000 for fiscal years 2024 and 2025 to carry out 13

subsection (a).

  (b) Authorization of appropriations In addition to amounts otherwise authorized to be appropriated for such purpose, there is authorized to be appropriated $50,000,000 for fiscal years 2024 and 2025 to carry out subsection (a).
